• Respondents offered a range of diagnoses (usually as a differential diagnosis) based 
on the history and clinical and radiographic findings. These included:

•
• Benign odontogenic neoplasm other than ameloblastoma 3
• Unicystic or solid ameloblastoma 4
• Intraosseous mucoepidermoid carcinoma 1
• Odontogenic cyst 2
• Lymphoma 2
• Metastatic malignancy 3
• Central ossifying fibroma 1
• Malignant parotid gland tumor 3
• Benign peripheral nerve sheath tumor 3
• Central giant cell lesion 2
• Pleomorphic adenoma 2

• Respondents are indicated other investigations they would request or perform to 
reach a more definitive diagnosis. These included CT scans and an aspirate. 
Relevant CT scans and an aspirate are shown in the following slides.
