19 responses have been received regarding 
this case. All participants favoured an 
odontogenic cyst / tumour. A wide range of 
possibilities was considered, mainly 
odontogenic keratocyst and 
ameloblastoma. Four mentioned a calcifying 
odontogenic cyst, three a calcifying epithelial 
odontogenic tumour and one an odontogenic 
myxoma. Three also included a central giant 
cell lesion.
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The lesion was enucleated; macroscopic and 
histopathological images are shown below.
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A diagnosis based on these images can 
now be submitted.
