
This 13 year old boy had a progressively enlarging
asymptomatic intra-osseous lesion producing facial 
asymmetry and mild proptosis of the right eye. The
surgeon reported a well-defined mass at the time of
initial biopsy.  The lesion was first noted 3 years prior to
consultation.
